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New Year's Eve began at Kinnick Stadium when the clock ticked
under one minute. When the clock reached zero, and the Hawkeyes
were alone atop the Big Ten for the first time in 27 years, the band
played - what else? - ""California, Here We Come."" The plans for the
Harmon family reunion, however, had already been made.

The Hawkeyes defeated Minnesota, 31-9, for lowa's fourth trip to
the Rose Bowl and its first outright conference championship since
1958. The Gophers (6-5) will play in the Independence Bowl
against Clemson. For the Hawkeyes, ranked as high as third in the
latest polls, the victory was the 10th in 11 games, the first 10-victory
season in ITowa history.

Jesse and Jacqueline Harmon of Laurelton, Queens, are scheduled
to meet their sons Ronnie and Kevin on New Year's Day after
driving south from San Francisco with their son Derrick, the
running back for the 49ers. "He can get a chance to see me play
once live," Ronnie said, "'instead of on television."

When they were the Harmons of Palo Alto, Calif,, for the Super
Bowl last January, Ronnie's left leg was in a cast and Kevin had just
begun to learn to play running back after moving from
quarterback. And Chuck Long, the starting quarterback who was
eligible for the National Football League draft, was considering
leaving Iowa.
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Kevin Harmon had two red roses in his locker. His older brother
had three.

"I gave it to him," Kevin said. "'I learned from him."
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
