At least one athlete, Ronnie Harmon or the 
Buffalo Bills, has formally requesled immunity 
from prosecution in the federal grand jury invest!• 
gation of New York agents Norby Walters and 
Lloyd Bloom

U.S. attorney's office in Chicago handling the case 
has informed him that Hannon is subject to In• 
dictment for fraud and In evasion because of his 
dealings with Walters and Bloom. 

Harmon is among 60 athletes who have been 
or will be subpoenaed to testify before the grand 
jury. Rauch represented him last \li"eek in a meet-
ing with U.S. Attorney Tony Valukas and Assistan( 
U.S. Attorney Howard M. Pearl Key ttstimony 
dates are June 9 and June 16, sources close to the 
Investigation said Wednesday. 

Alabama basketball ctnler Derrick McKey, 
wbo lost his final year of eligibility becag.se he ac,­
cepted money from Walters, has been subpoenaed 
to testify on June 16. • 

"Basically, everybody who goes in asks for im­
munity because the D."-. is threatening every, 
body," said Rauch. "It's not just Ronnie. Other at­
torneys are doing the same thing. When they go in 
there, that's the first time these athletes are told1 • 
'You may be subject to prosecution.'" 

According to some attorneys who have spokeil:' 
with Valukas or Pearl, athletes arc belng told they 
are subject to one year of Imprisonment for fraud 
and tax evasion. •. ,; 

''The FBI told him (Harmon) just the opposite 
of what the U.S. attorney told me," said Rauch: 
"Because of that, anyt hing Ronnie told the FBI is 
out of reach as it relates to him. lf he doesn't get 
Immunity, he won't testify. He will have to ap,,­
pear, but he will lei! them that he has been in• 
slrllcted to take the Fifth Amendment so he does 
not incriminate himself." 

Rauch said he has no knowledge of how seri• 
ous the U.S. attorney is about indicting athletes. 

~1 don't know what to expect from these guys; 
they're talking tough with the athletes, said Raucq,, 
"I personally don't know to prove criminal Intent ! 
against the athletes when these two guys (Walters 
and Bloom) duped enrybody." 

Hannon owes Wa lters more than $54,000 iq,. 
money advanced to him dating back to his junior 
season at lhc University 0[ Iowa, according to a .. 
suit Walters has fil ed against the player for 
breack of contract. The Harmon /Walters dispute 
also will be tried in a National Football Leagu~ 
Players Association grievance hearing on June 10 
that could lead to the union's decertification of 
Walters' agency.
