testified that s h e s tarted taking s t roid 10 year ago "to give 
me the extra e dg I needed. " 

I ssajenko said h also got steroids from Lo Angeles phy. 1-
cian Robert K e rr , who wrote the book "The Practical Use of 

Anabolic i e r oi d s with Athlete . " 

I ssaj e nko said s h e first took steroid in 1979 after she was 

soundly beat n by East German sprinter at a dual meet. " I saw 

thes p eopl e and I wante d t o be just as fast as they w re " 

I ssajenko, who r ad from a diary in which she kept a d e tailed 
record of h er training and use of banned ubstances, was the 

first athlet to appear at the hearings, called after John on wa.-; 

stripped of hi s Olympic gold medal for a positive ·te roid test.
