• Wade Boggs but no other team wants to 
mak a deal. " Maybe they feel they' ll break 
us down," Gorman said after ::;pending virtu­
ally the entire day on the telephone. 

Red ox co-owner Haywood Sullivan de­
cid d to try to trade Boggs after the third 
baseman taped a TV interview with Barbara 
Walter for ABC's " 20-20,'' team sources 
said. The interview focuses on his four-year 
affair with Margo Adams, who has detail d 
the relationship in Penthouse magazine. 

Proposed trades were said to involve the 
Mets, Yankee , Royals, Astros, Mariners and 
Padres. All were either turned down or de­
nied . "If things stay as they are," Gorman 
said, "there will be no trade. But we'll keep 
talking." Complicating any trade for Boggs, 
a .356 lifetime hitter, i his contract tatus. 
He is signed for 1989 at $1.75 million , but is 
eligible for free agency after this eason. 

Tests Set for Ailing Canseco 
Jose Canseco was to fly to San Franci co 

today from the Athletics' spring camp in 
Phoenix to have his sore left wrist examined 
by Oakland team physicians. He swu ng a bat 
in a game yesterday for the firs t time since 
March 7 and could not complete his at-bat 

. Five players were ejected from the Pi­
rates-Phillies exhibition game at Bradenton 
after Philadelphia pitcher Don Carman 
knocked Bobby Bonilla down with an inside 
pitch. Bonilla wa ejected along with Pitts­
burgh teammates Barry Bonds and R.J. 
Reynolds and manager Jim Leyland. Phila­
delphia 's Dickie Thon also was thrown out. 

Palmer Testifies 
Former Temple All-America running ba k 

Paul Palmer, now with the Chiefs, testifying 
in the federal trial of agents orby Walters 
and Lloyd Bloom, said Bloom secretly divert­
ed tens of thousands of dollars of Palmer's 
pro football salary to pay for cars, clothing, 
credit-card bills and other personal items. 

Bloom, 29, and Walters, 58, are charged 
with fraud, racketeering and extortion in a 
Chicago jury trial now in its third week. 

An. earlier witness yesterday, Joseph W, 
Marshall , Temple 's NCAA faculty represen­
tative, testified that Palmer was certified eli­
gible to play football despite a long list or 
academic failures. 

Bloom's lawyer, Dan K. Webb, said school 
documents showed Palmer had flunked re­
medial writing four times, completed no 
clas es in his major and attended no cla ses 
much of hi senior year. Among the classes 
he did take at Temple were bowling, racquet­
ball , human sexuality, adjusting to a univer­
sity, and recreation and leisure, Webb said. 

Marshall contended P almer received no 
special treatment and said officials couldn't 
drag a tu dent to class. 

Brooks Leave Notre Dame 
Notre Dame tailback Tony Brooks, who 

face charges in a hit-and-run accident last 
month a nd was suspend d from spring prac­
tic , has withdrawn from the universi ty. 

Brooks, 19, left voluntari ly for personal 
reasons and returned to hi Tulsa, Okla., 
home, said athletic d partment spokesman 
John Heisler. 

Coach Lou Holtz said Brook ' future at 
otre Dame is uncertain . "We're going with 

the assumption that we'll be without him 
... although there is the poss ibility he 
could return," he aid . " Fir t, it 's a univer j. 
ty d cision, then it's a team deci ·ion .' '
