Olympic Basketball 

The United States, which lo t the Olympic gold medal in ba -
ketball with college players, will be able to use professionals to 
get it back in 1992. FIBA, the international basketbalJ feder ­
ation, voted overwhelmingly at a special session in Munich, West 
Germany, yesterday to alJow professionals in the Olympics and 
other world competition. 

" We see this as our triumphant en try into the 21st century," 
said Boris Stankovic, general secretary of FIBA. Almost certain­
ly, it will be a triumphant entry for the Americans who d 
against the pro-eligibility plan but clearly welcomed th 56-13 
vote. 

" For more than 40 years, our country has been discrimina ted 
against becau se we could not use our best players," said Dave 
Gavitt, commis ioner of the Big East Conference and president of 
the USA Amateur Basketball Association. " For the first time, 
our country will be able to play on a level field with our best 
players - no age limit , no constraints. 

" Our federation voted no simply because our constituency -
colleges and chools - did not want it. " 

He said pros could be playing for U .. national squads as early 
as this summer. 

The NBA issued a statement that said the league and the play­
ers' union are working to develop a framework for players to 
participate. The Goodwill Games, to b played in eattle next year, 
said it hoped to have pros playing in its basketbalJ tournam L
