Walters Gets 5 Years, 
Bloom 3 for Racketeering 

A federal judge in Chicago yesterday sentenced Norby Walters 
to five years in prison and Lloyd Bloom to three years for signing 
college athletes to representation contracts before their eligibility 
had expired. U.S. District Judge George Marovich also sentenced 
the sports agents to five years probation, to be served after their 
prison terms. They had faced up to 55 years in prison for racke­
teering, rackPteering conspiracy, conspiracy to commit extortion 
and mail fraud. 

"There were no heroes, " Marovich said of the case, subject of a 
five-week trial earlier this year. 

" I do want to give fair warning" to athletes, sports agents, 
university administrators and ·other involved in college athlet­
ics, the judge said. " You may be playing in a different ball game 
and it might be called hardball . . Th re is a previously unre­
cognized player on the field: the rule of law," Marovich said.

Ivan Lend!, who has won every Grand Slam tournament ex­

cept Wimbledon, and ·Steffi Graf, who won her first Wimbledon 
last year en route to a Grand Slam, were seeded No. 1 for next 
week's Wimbledon championships. Defending men's champion 
Ste fan Edberg of Sweden, the French Open runner-up, was seed­
ed second in the men 's draw, just ahead of two-time champion 
Boris Becker of West Germany. 

U.S. players took seven of the 16 seeds in both singles fields for 
the grass-court Grand Slam tournament June 26-July 9, headed 
by fifth-seeded John McEnroe among the men and second-seeded 
Martina Navratilova among the women. 

Michael Chang, who earlier this month became the first 
American man to win the French Open in 34 years, was seeded 
ninth, one spot after U.S. veteran Tim Mayotte. 

Chang, a 17-year-old from Placentia, Calif. , was unseeded at 
Wimbledon last year and started the French Open as the 15th 
seed. He beat Edberg in five sets for the title. 

Other American men seeds included two-time champion Jim­
my Connors, No. 10, and Brad Gilbert, No. 11. 

Navratilova, E vert Earn Easy Victories 
Top seeds Martina Navratilova and Chris Evert posted easy 

victories in the first round of the Eastbourne Virginia Slims 
grass-court tournament, but five other eeded players were up­
set. avratilova, the No. 1 seed, overwhelmed Britain's Jo Durie, 
6-1 , 6-1. Second-seeded Evert, returning to tennis after a three­
week break, had some patches of inconsistent play but still over­
powered Poland's lwona Kuczynska, 6-2, 6-3. 

American J im Pugh rallied from a one-set deficit to defeat 
YugoslaVJan Goran Ivanisevic, 4-6, 6-3, 7-6 (7-2), in the first round 
of the pre-Wimbledon Wirral grass-court tournament at Wirral, 
England, and set up a second-round match against John McEnroe. 

Guilty Plea in S.C. Steroids Use Case 
A Maryland man pleaded guilty in a plea arrangement to 

charges stemrrung from the alleged use and distribution of ster­
oids within the University of South Carolina's athletic depart­
ment. Meanwhile, ex-South Carolina assistant football coach Jim 
Washburn testified he became worried in the mid-1980s that the 
use of steroids by players "had gotten out of hand." Washburn 
also said he and ex-assistant coach Tom Gadd, whose trial began 
yesterday, arranged for a Gamecock player to obtain teroids. 

In a surprise move, John L. Carter, 25, of Bethesda, Md., plead­
ed guilty to giving steroids to former Gamecock football player 
Tommy Chaikin. Three other counts were dropped, including 
charges Carter gave steroids to three other ex-Gamecock players. 

Foundation to Attract Olympics Formed 
Looking to snare the 2004 Olympics for New York, Mayor Koch 

announced the formation of a sports foundation to spark the 
building of a stadium, attract a major sports team and involve 
school-age children in athletics. What the city wants to tell the 
sporting world , the foundation's director Matthew J . Scheckner 
said, is: "New York wants your business." The not-for-profit 
private foundation will lead the way in developing a plan to create 
a network of sports facilities throughout the five boroughs and 
ultimately bring the summer Olympic Games to the city.
