Eut Rutherford, N.J. - For a fleeting 

moment Friday, Hayden Pry set aside all his 
worries about the Kickoff Classic, all his con, 
cemsaboutthe 1992season. 

You don 't think the dean of Big Ten foot• 
ball coaches has concerns? You don't think 
he has worries? 

If not , you haven't seen Iowa's 1992 sched• 
ule.

Bloom wept Thursday as he en­
tered the plea to reduced mail fraud 
charges and was ordered to do 600 
hour5 of community ser\'ite. lie also 
wa., told to pay up to $4,300 to 
Purdue University and to finish pay• 
ing a former Temple University star 
S145,000. 

13loom wept as he told U.S. Di.strict 
Judge George Marovich he was still 
not certain he had committed a 
crime. 

Prosecutors said Bloom used cash 
and gifts to persuade athletes to sign 
professional rontract.5 thal made 
them ineligible to play in oollegc Of 

receivC' SCholal'!lhip money 
Bloom's original conviction on 

racketeering charges was reversed 
two yea.rs ago. lie wa.~ sentenced to 
three years In prison and ordered to 
pay Si45,000 to Temple's Paul 
Palmer on charges of racketet'!ring, 
racketeering conspiracy and two 
counts of mall fraud.
